• Poor is spirit are the ones who have a reverent 
and contrite heart. Isaiah 57:15 and 66:2

• Poor in Spirit are those who understand their 
guilt, humble themselves, and are remorseful 
to the point of wanting to make amends. 



Bible Examples of the “poor in spirit”
• Acts 2:37- Those realized their spiritual state and 

    understood the necessity to change.
• Acts 16:29- One who was aware of his spiritual  

    deficiency and desired to be righteous.
• Luke 15:18-19-One who recognized how destitute his 

    spiritual life was and humbled  
    himself. Luke 18:9-14

4:1-3
